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Spring Technical Seminar: June 8

Changes to Seismic Design in the 2010 Code Cycle
Dr. Roberto Leon, Georgia Institute of Technology

Presented by the Minnesota Section of ASCE Structural Committee
University of Minnesota-Minneapolis

Dr. Leon’s presentation will focus on the
evolution of the seismic design code. Spe-
cifically, he will discuss the latest changes
to the ASCE and AISC design codes, and
how those changes will affect practicing
design engineers. The presentation will
also include Dr. Leon’s observations from
his investigative trip to Chile following
that country’s recent strong earthquake. He
will show examples of both structural fail-
ures and successes in Chile, and discuss

how those results could affect the design
codes in the United States.

Dr. Leon is currently a professor in

the School of Civil and Environmental
Engineering at the Georgia Institute of
Technology. From 1983 to 1994, he was
an assistant and associate professor in the
Department of Civil Engineering at the
University of Minnesota.

In late December 2009, | returned to Min-
nesota after spending a year in Washing-
ton, DC, as ASCE’s Congressional Fellow.
I served in the personal office of Senator
Mark Pryor of Arkansas, and worked

on everything from climate change to
aviation safety, cyber-security to research
parks, as well as the fuel mix at the Capi-
tol’s own Power Plant.

From a pre-fellowship orientation, I still
vividly remember an instructor repeatedly
barking out the following:

Politics, policy and procedure!
That’s politics, policy and procedure!
Got it? Politics, policy and procedure!

As a group, we civil engineers tend to
focus only on the policy piece — if we ever
think of any of them. (For transportation
types, 3Ps might mean “Public-Private
Partnerships.” Environmentalists might
think of 3M Co’s “Pollution Prevention
Pays.”)

Though generally aware of the broad con-
tours of politics, we typically don’t know
the important intricacies. Beyond the
basics, few of us have much knowledge of
the legislative process. That’s why ASCE
has a Congressional Fellows Program.

It’s also one of the reasons why it has an
office on Capitol Hill in Washington, DC.
To achieve a desired policy outcome, one
needs to successfully navigate the politics
and process. You need all three: politics,
policy and procedure. (I’ll spare you my
soapbox on U.S. Senate Rule XXII — the
filibuster.)

What'’s this got to do with the typical
ASCE member? I’ve got a few sugges-
tions:

ASCE Fly-In

Nearly 200 ASCE members from across
the nation arrived in Washington DC on
Tuesday March 23 for the Fly-In. At-
tendees received materials and training
Tuesday evening and Wednesday morning
before visiting 230 congressional offices.
Board members from the Minnesota del-
egation (MN Section & Duluth Section)
met with the offices of Senators Klobuchar
and Franken, and Representatives Paulsen
(3rd District), McCollum (4th District),
and Oberstar (8th District). The theme for
this year’s Fly In was "Infrastructure In-
vestment = Jobs: Raise the Grades" with
four key messages delivered:

» Reauthorize the six-year Surface
Transportation program for at least
$500 billion as soon as possible to
maintain job growth momentum
started with last year’s ARRA funds.
ASCE asks that all funding alterna-
tives be considered.

*  Promptly complete the conference
committee action for Federal Avia-
tion Administration Reauthorization
(S. 1451 and H.R. 915) as soon as
possible to ensure we have adequate
air transport facilities to sustain
economic recovery. ASCE supports
an increase in the Passenger Facility
Charge to fund airport infrastructure.

o Pass the Dam Rehabilitation and
Repair Act (S. 732 and H.R. 1770)
to allow repairs to our nation’s high
hazard dams to help avoid great loss
of property or life should one of
these dams fail due to lack of needed
repairs.

o Pass the Water Infrastructure Financ-
ing Act (S. 1005) to infuse $38.5
billion over five years into the Clean
Water State Revolv-
ing Loan Fund to help
communities expand
and repair waste water
treatment facilities, and
to provide funds for
drinking water facilities
to ensure safe drinking
water for our nation.
Both of these elements
are crucial parts of our
communities and are
necessary for economic
growth.

On Thursday morning,
ASCE hosted “Breakfast on
the Hill” featuring speakers

ASCE MN & Duluth Section w/ staffer from

Representative Peter DeFazio (Oregon)
and Representative John Mica (Florida).
DeFazio, chairman of the House Transpor-
tation and Infrastructure Subcommittee on
Highways and Transit, gave attendees an
update on surface transportation authoriza-
tion. Mica, ranking minority member of
the House Transportation and Infrastruc-
ture Committee, provided attendees with
his take on various infrastructure concerns
facing the committee this session, includ-
ing surface transportation authorization
and an upcoming conference committee to
finalize aviation authorization legislation
passed by the House and Senate earlier
this Congress.

Comments Needed on
Civil Engineering Body of
Knowledge -- Guidelines

for Attainment of the

Experiential Outcomes

ASCE has prepared a draft of an important
companion piece to the Civil Engineering
Body of Knowledge for the 21st Century.
The companion piece is called Civil
Engineering Body of Knowledge -- Guide-
lines for Attainment of the Experiential
Outcomes. And ASCE wants to hear what
its members think about this new draft
publication.

The Body of Knowledge identifies a total
of 24 “outcomes” that should be attained
by an individual before he or she may
enter into the professional practice of
civil engineering. However, only nine

of these 24 outcomes are identified for
complete fulfillment through the formal
educational process. The Guidelines focus
on the remaining 15 outcomes, which are
to be attained through experience. These
15 outcomes are to be realized during the
post-baccalaureate phase of an Engineer
Intern’s professional and technical devel-
opment. For each of the 15 outcomes, the
Guidelines list possible activities that the
Engineer Intern could pursue to demon-
strate attainment of each outcome. And

a brief set of illustrative experiences are
tabulated that support the accomplishment
of each activity.
